VANDALISM

Over the past seven weeks, Saint Anne Parish has had the sad reality of the times hit home.
Never in the parish’s 47 year history have we experienced the type of vandalism we have had.

«Saturday, March 20™ - as the parish center was opened for Communion service, it was
discovered that a sledge hammer was tossed through the front window of the Joachim
Center entrance.

«Thursday, April 15™ - this afternoon it was discovered that the heads of the Statue of Life in
the Saint Anne garden were knocked off the Blessed Mother and baby Jesus. They
were smashed to pieces.

*Wednesday, May 5" - late evening a window at the garden door entrance was smashed

*Monday, May 17" - the window of the back door of the Joachim Center was found to be
broken out.

We are grateful that no one has been injured, no access to parish facilities have occurred
and that no major un-repairable damage has taken place. However, this is all very disturbing.
This is the reality of violence in the world today and it is everywhere. This is a time for all of
us to reflect on our own emotions: of anger or hurt. But most especially we are called to pray
for the individual(s) who have performed these acts, that they may have a change of heart.

We also ask that as you drive by the parish property later at night, on weekends when
activities are not taking place and you see someone or something that does not seem right, we
ask that you contact the Oswego Police at 630-551-7300 to dispatch an officer to look into the
situation. Please provide as much information as you safely can: specifically, date and time of
incident; location of activity; type/color license of car, etc. You may also contact Kendall
County Crime Stoppers anonymously at 630-553-5999. If it is a situation that seems to be an
emergency, then do call 911. Please do not take matters into your own hands. We have
been working very closely with the Oswego Police Department and they have been very
helpful and courteous and are doing everything they possibly can to solve this situation.

Parents, we ask you to talk to your children and teens about violence and vandalism and
how it affects everyone. Perhaps they hear things at school or extra-curricular activities that
could help with these situations and could be reported to the proper authorities. You may
report these incidents to the school liaison officer as well.

We all need to be vigilant in protecting the property and the people of the church and the
surrounding community. And most importantly let us continue to pray for peace in all areas of
the world.
