Admitting to sin l
is hard -
especially when
admitting it to
someone else.
Certainly God
knows when we are | \
sorry for our sins and is
eager to forgive us. But it's not
that simple.

Sin is not a private act. In fact, sin
occurs when we put ourselves first -
before God or anyone else. Sometimes
we are the victims of our sins, but very
often someone else gets hurt. And that
weakens the entire Body of Christ.

So it is important that we
acknowledge our faults, change
our behavior, and try to make
amends. The benefit of confessing
to a priest in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation is that we are
forgiven by those we hurt. Jesus
has empowered the priest to
convey God's forgiveness (see John
20:22b-23). And by helping us
perform penance, the priest helps us
reconcile with our Church community.
But the best part of confessing to a
priest is that while we may know that
God forgives us, hearing the priest say it
helps it really hit home.

(1571). Pope Pius V created this feast
in thanksgiving to Our Lady of Victory
who helped the Christians defeat the
Ottoman Turks. Since it was believed
that they won after praying the Rosary,
the feast was renamed Our Lady of the
Rosary by Pope Gregory XIII.

October 15 - St. Teresa of Avila
(1583). A lively, outgoing girl seems an
unlikely foundress of a strict order
whose nuns wore rough brown habits
and sandals instead of shoes. Yet St.
Teresa overcame her natural fondness

Matthew 23:1-12, How do I practice
what I preach?

In this passage, Jesus exposed the
hypocrisy of the Jewish leaders. He
pointed out how they accurately taught
what Moses handed down from God but
they failed to live God'’s laws themselves.
They acted as if their
roles as scribes and
Pharisees made them
above God's laws.

Jesus’ warns us to
listen to and follow the
teachings of our leaders. However, we
should realize that these people are
human and prone to error. They are not
perfect in their own lives.

When we call our legislators,
“Senator,” “Congressman,” or
“Governor,” we are not elevating them.
We are recognizing that they are
governing in the name of the people who
elected them.

When we are dealing with our families,
friends, coworkers, and neighbors, Jesus’
message in this Gospel shows us how we
can practice what we preach. When we
exalt ourselves, we move away from God.
When we humble ourselves, God will
exalt us in heaven.
