 With our Religious Education program beginning a new year, we want everyone to be safe coming 
and going to class.  Please read your parent handbook and follow the parking lot and pick up and drop off 
procedures.  We have volunteers serving as parking lot monitors.  Please respect these volunteers and 
follow their requests. 
 
 More and more we are finding people parking or waiting along the curb (and in the cross walk of the 
Joachim Center) to come into the parish center and on Sundays during Mass times.  Please take note that 
there is no parking along the curb in front of all parish buildings at any time: week days or 
weekends even if you are just running into the offices or building for a quick visit.
